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GEOLOGY WEEKEND, 3,4TH JUNE .1989by Allan Wicks

Saturday was spent above ground describing the geology of the Slackdowfl area. Driving
to flurrington, Malcolm described the geography between the road and Blackdown. The
summit comprises Old Red Sandstone, the valley bottom (wet and supporting damp—loving
plants) comprises Shale and youngest of all the Carboniferotis Limestone over the
Shale. The Sandstone sponge holds water, the Shale is impervious to water and the
Limestone Is soluable allowing water to pass through.

At Lionel’s Hole we looked at the morphology of the Combe. The right hand side (facing
downvalley) being steeper, due to the steeply dipping rock. Lower down Burrington
Combe we examined Dolomitic Conglomerate which is an infill of Triassic age. The
Limestone contains fossil crinoids, and corals showing their septa in particular.

Opposite Rock of Ages we saw good examples of bedding and faults. Malcolm explained
the significance of PdipN (the angle between the plane of the bed and a horizontal
plane) and ~strike” (the direction of a horizontal line along a bed perpendicular to
the direction of dip). We then walked up the East Twin stream looking at the different
rock types, noting how bands of Shale and Limestone affect the profile of the valley.
Malcolm described how to identify Shale by eating it! Further upstream we found Shale
containing mica and Don Searle found coal (apparently there is a very small coal seam
in East Twin valley).

On the way up to the summit of Blackdown Malcolm and Don examined a piece of Old Red
Sandstone with fluorite. Malcolm examined a piece of rock which must have comprised
quartzite, the test being that he could not scratch it with a steel penknife.

We crossed Blackdown and joined a small stream in a beautiful valley to LongwOOd.
Malcolm pointed out the gentler dip of the beds on this side of Mendip. Again, we met
Old Red Sandstone, Shales and Limestone proving that Blackdown is an “anticline”
(rocks folded gently in the form of an arch). Malcolm also pointed out evidence of the
effect of the freezing action of ice on the structure of the soil — ice wedges formed
when the ice sheet came close to Mendip in the last Ice Age.

Lonqwood valley merited a botony walk itself — full of flowers and very pretty. We
looked at Rhino Rift and debated whether it was formed in a fault or joint. Malcolm
and Anita found chert nodules along the path — a spark from Don’s hammer confirmed
this. We joined the valley from Charterhouse where Malcolm described how, although the
old valley still existed, subsequent geological events had deposited debris on top of
the original valley which had not necessarily eroded to give the same topography in
the new valley.

We examined an Dolitic Limestone comprising many nodules smaller than a pinhead and
found examples of breccia where rocks have cemented together. We examined the cliff a
little further down which consisted of dark Blackrock Limestone as opposed to the
light Surringtori Combe Limestone. Joan showed us a good specimen of a coral on one of
the rocks and what is believed to be an ochre deposit.

Sunday proved to be equally Interestlng a trip down Swildons Upper Series. Anita
pointed out a rock showing zig—zag markings of stress fracture In its composition.
Further down we saw more fossils in the passagCwalls and a good example of chert
bedding. In the Long Dry Way we looked at vadose trenches and considered the
conditions leading to the formation of rock bridges. Malcolm described how the Water
Chamber was probably formed by a bedding fault.

Thanks to everyone, particularly Malcolm and Joan, for a really good weekend.
